A  GOOD  ADDRESS

In Victorian times few people declared their address on their gravestones, except when they came from some distant township or outlying farm. In Middlesbrough, Park Road North and Harrow Road were “good addresses”, the abode of well-to-do families.


The Dale family wanted to assert their status by quoting their addresses, as this headstone in Middlesbrough’s Linthorpe Cemetery clearly shows.
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
